  Article 5(1)b) of the amended Regulation EC) No 1071/2009: “An undertaking shall organise its 

vehicle fleet's activity in such a way as to ensure that vehicles at the disposal of the undertaking and 

used in international carriage return to one of the operational centres in that Member State at least 

within eight weeks after leaving it. 
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The surveys will be launched on 24 August 2020 and will last for 5 weeks, i.e. until 25 

September 2020. Considering the objective of the Commission to have the results of this 

study by the end of 2020, our contractors can guarantee that the contributions of the 

stakeholders consulted will be taken into account only if they are submitted within the 

deadline of 25 September 2020. Please note that no extensions of this deadline will be 

allowed, as this would risk jeopardising the overall timing of the study.
